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We recommend you purchase students’ stationery in
time for the start of school in Term 1 as students will
begin using their stationery on the first day of school.

Where to purchase stationery

Stationery can be ordered from the commercial
outlet of your choice. However, from January each
year, Paper Plus Wanaka offers an online ordering
option (school name — Mount Aspiring College) so
that you can purchase stationery and either collect
your order from the store or have it delivered to your
home.
